ROUTES
	1. 14.0 mile (1,800’) - Quarry cross roads (GR:  SE 091923), Cote Pasture, Tullis Cote, Preston Scar, Redmire Scar, Cobscar Mill, Thorny Bank Hill, Dents Houses, Greets Hill, High Harker Hill, Isles Bridge, Gunnerside.   Note This walk can be shortened, by 2 mile, by alighting from the coach at Preston Scar top (1a)  

2. 11.5 mile (1.500’) - Lang Scar cross rds (SE 074920), Cobscar Mill, then as walk 1.

3. 10.5 mile (1,950’) - Redmire, Castle Bolton, Dents Houses, then as walk 1.
4. 9.0 mile (2,300’) - Redmire, Castle Bolton, Dents House, Apedale, Whitaside Moor, Isles Bridge, Gunnerside. (Focused walk!)  

5. 8.0 mile (1,320’) - Reeth, Harkerside Place, High Harker Hill, then as walk 1. 

6. 7.0 mile circular (1,600’) - Gunnerside, Barf End, Whin Hall, Winterings Edge, Brunton Hush, Gunnerside Gill, Botcher Gill, Jingle Pot Edge, Gunnerside,
