ROUTES
	1. 15.0 miles (2,300’ ascent) Bolton Abbey, Westy Bank Wood, Middle Hare Head, Halton Moor cattle grid, Halton Height, Hutchen Gill Head, Brown Bank, Rylstone Fell (cross), Cracoe Fell, Rolling Gate, Thorpe, then cross the River Wharfe via stepping stones or suspension bridge, Dales Way to Grassington.
2. 12.5 miles (2,500’) Bolton Abbey, cross R Wharfe via Waterfall Bridge, Dales Way to Posforth Gill, ascend Valley of Desolation, Great Agill Bottom, climb to Simon’s Seat, The Devil’s Apronful, descend from Flask Brow to Howgill, then cross Stangs Lane, relax whilst following the Dales Way into Grassington.
3. 12.0 miles (2,000’) Bolton Abbey, Westy Bank Wood, Middle Hare Head, Halton Moor cattle grid, Upper Barden res’r (walk across the dam), Punchbowl & Ladle, Thorpe Fell Top, descend to Thorpe village, as walk 1 to Grassington
4. 10.5 miles (1,750’) Bolton Abbey, cross R Wharfe via Waterfall Bridge, Dales Way to Wooden Bridge, re-cross river & continue via Bardon Tower to Bardon Bridge, cross the river a third time and walk the Dales Way into Grassington.
5. 7.0 miles (1,000’) Low Level - Bardon, explore Bardon Tower ruins, then cross the river via Bardon Bridge & continue along the Dales Way into Grassington.
