	SUGGESTED

ROUTES
	1. 14.0 miles (3,200’ ascent) Helvellyn Gill Car Park, Thirlmere lakeside forest walk south to Wythburn, Binka Stone, Blea Tarn, High Tove, High Seat, Bleaberry Fell, Walla Crag, Castlerigg, Keswick.
2. 13.5 miles (2,900’ ascent) As walk 1 to Blea Tarn, then via Watendlath Fell, Watendlath, Ashness Wood, Ashness Bridge, Derwent lakeside walk to Friars Crag, Keswick.
3. 10.0 miles (2,200’ ascent) Helvellyn Gill Car Park, Thirlmere lakeside walk north, Dalehead Hall, Yew Crag, High Rigg, Castlerigg, Walla Crag, Derwent lakeside, then as walk 2. 
4. 14.5 miles (3,500’ ascent) Legburthwaite, Sticks Pass, Stybarrow Dodd, Watson’s Dodd, Great Dodd, Calfhow Pike, Clough Head, north eastward to the Old Coach Road, Birkett Bank, disused railway line, Brundholme, Keswick.
5. 9.5 miles (2,200’ ascent) Scales, Scales Fell, Blencathra, Knowe Craggs (Blease Fell), Blencathra Vis Ctr, Brundholme, Latrigg, Keswick. This walk can be reduced to 8.0 miles by bypassing Latrigg & using the disused railway route into Keswick.
6. 8.0 miles (350’ ascent) Low Level walk – Scales, Guardhouse, River Glenderamackin, Mill Bridge, disused railway line to Keswick.
