SUGGESTED  
ROUTES 
 
(researched by 
Alan Holmes) 

1. 19.5 miles (3,100’ ascent) Mount (J23 of M62), Green Edge, Worts Hill, 
Scammonden, Black Heath, Cupwith res., Marsden Tunnel End, Marsden Mills, 
Butterley res., Wessenden, x A635, Bradshaw, Digley res., Hogley Green, 
Upperthiong, LotSW exhibition and on to Holmfirth centre. 

 

2. 15.0 miles (2,300’) Nont Sarah’s PH (A640), Scammonden - then as walk 1. 
 

3. 13.5 miles (1,700’) Black Heath (A640), Cupwith res., - then as walk 1. 
 

4. 10.5 miles (1,660’) Marsden Tunnel End (A62), Marsden Mills – then as walk 1. 
 

5. 7.0 miles (1,300’) Meltham, Magdalen, x A635, Bradshaw – then as walk 1. 

 

NOTES 1. The coach will travel out via the A1M & M62 (as far as junction 24), thence via                           
the A643 to walk 1 set down point – Mount (J23); it will continue on the A640                     
to walks 2 & 3 set down points, then onwards via Denshaw, A6052 to Delph,                       
returning, via the A62, to Marsden for the walk 4 start; it’ll then travel via                         
the B6107 road to Meltham for walk 5, before finally heading for Holmfirth,                         
where it will turn north onto the A6024 and park outside the swimming pool. 

2. Should you wish to undertake a walk not represented here, the coach will set          
down at any safe and convenient point along the above route.  

3. The coach will park to the north of the town centre, outside the swimming pool,                       
which is a half mile along the A6024 road. (at map grid ref SE145091)  

4. There are several pubs to choose from in Holmfirth. The Elephant & Castle is                         
closest to the Last of the Summer Wine exhibition (situated in Compo’s house),                         
and there are others, closer to the bus collection point, well worth visiting. 

5. The coach will pickup from the central bus station (bus stand A), promptly                      
at 6.30 pm. Please be waiting there from 6.25 pm.
