ROUTES
	1. Kendal (Castle Hill) - Crowpark Bridge - Sedgwick - Hincaster - Crooklands - Farleton - Holme - Burton in Kendal. (13 miles. minimal ascent)
2. As walk 1 but from Farleton (Dukes Bridge) ascend Farleton Fell and cross Hutton Roof Crags to Plain Quarry. Descend road and paths to Burton. (16 miles, 1000ft ascent)

3. As walk 1 from Sedgwick (9½ miles)

4. As walk 2 from Sedgwick (12½ miles, 1000 ft ascent)


	
	     1. An area the Fell Club has not visited very often which is unfortunately close to the M6 during the second half of the walk. Farleton Fell and Hutton Roof Crags are limestone pavements, very prominent from the M6, and giving good views covering Morecombe Bay, the Lake District and the Pennines.

      2. The canal is disused between Kendal and Hincaster. Most of this section can be avoided by following the banks of the River Kent which is probably more interesting.

      3. Farleton Fell and Hutton Roof Crags are open access areas but are complex with many paths. Some more detailed maps will be available for distribution before the walk.

      4. The walks will end at Burton in Kendal where there is a pub (The Kings Arms) which serves a selection of real ales (Coniston, Hawkshead, York Brewery etc.)
