2. 8.5 miles (2,700’) Seatoller, High Scawdel, High Spy, Maiden Moor, Cat Bells,               Silver Hill, then as walk 1.  
3. 8.5 miles (1,400’ Low Level) Seatoller, Scaleclose Force, Castle Crag, Grange,         Manesty, Hawes End, Silver Hill, then as walk 1.
4. 11 miles (3,000’) Seatoller, Longthwaite, Stonethwaite, Dock Tarn, Watendlath,              High Tove, High Seat, Bleaberry Fell, Falcon Crag, Walla Crag, Rakefoot, Keswick.
