1. Thirlspot 8.97mls H – Brown How, Brown Cove Crags(859),Lower Man(925), Helvellyn(950) and as Walk 1 to Grasmere.
1. High Park Wood 6.7mls G – Straining Well, Homesdale Green Bridge, Dunmail Raise, continue via Ghyll Foot to Underhelm, Goody Bridge, Grasmere.   
1. Wythburn 5.8mls M – Homesdale Green Bridge, Dunmail Raise, Raise Beck, Grisedale Tarn(574) and as Walk 1 to Grasmere.
1. Wythburn 7.21mls M – Steel End, Wyth Burn, Middletow(483), Greenup Edge(620), Moor Moss, Grasmere Common, Stythwaite Steps, Lancrigg, Easedale Road, Grasmere.
1. Wythburn 8.25mls M/H – as Walk 5 to Greenup Edge then High Raise(762) Sergeant Man, Eagle Crag, Easedale Tarn, Easedale Beck, Easedale Road, Grasmere.
