	1. Helmsley 18.2mls H – Cleveland Way to Cold Kirby, Dialstone Farm, Boltby Scar, CW to Steeple Cross, Black Hambleton, Square Corner, then descend via Oakdale, Middlestye Bank into Osmotherley.
2. Helmsley 16.2mls H – as W.1 to Rievaulx Bridge, Rievaulx, Bow Bridge, Ryedale, Hawnby (PH), Mount Pleasant, Thorodale, CW, Black Hambleton & Square Corner and as W.1 to Osmotherley.
3. Path from B1257 road down to Rievaulx 14.5mls M/H – Rievaulx and as W.2 to Osmotherley.
4. Laskill House 12mls M – Timer Holme, Easterside Farm, Hawnby (PH) and as W.2 to Osmotherley.
5. Fangdale Beck 9.4mls M – Quarries, Wetherhouse Beck, ford, Hawnby Moor, Birk Wood, Low Cote Farm, Robinson’s Cross, Square Corner and as W.1 to Osmotherley.
6. Chop Gate 9.5mls G/M – Cock Howe, Green Howe, Pin Howe, Rye Head, Faber’s Stone, before Miley Pike take right to Solomon’s Lane, Bad Lane, Cote Garth, YHA, Osmotherley.
